8. New Business
A) Curling club website: nick updates the NWTCA website on wicks.com which a few hundred dollars to run. You can upload documents especially for championship registration. All present were in favour of creating a website for the Inuvik Curling Club. Will look into either running our own separate or as a page on NWTCA
B) Bingo: Next date of bingo is March 14, 2020 after discussion the date being during AWG and spring break all were in favour of running a $20K bingo. The deadline to apply for July – December bingo is March 15th. If ICC decides not to apply for one the junior curling parents are interested assuming all risk.

C) Inuvik Junior bonspiel – Feb 1, 2020. This prepares kids for the Yellowknife rock of the rings on Feb 15-16th. There is also a rental that night so nick will ensure the club is ready.

D) Canadian North Bonspiel – Feb 6-8, 2020. Thursday and Friday night draws continuing into Saturday. If someone wants to get door prizes they are welcome otherwise this is a self-running bonspiel.

E) Rock star festival Feb 9, 2020 – The trophies are in, cake ordered, door prizes need to be bought.

F) NWT Curling club championships Feb 26 – Mar 1, 2020. Grant is officiating. No out of town teams registered yet, deadline is Monday Jan 27th. Draws will be Wed/Thurs night, Friday. The club would like to offer level 1 officiating so Nick has emailed Janey Hobart. Also do a timing refresher before championships which takes about 45 mins.

H) Mixed doubles March 14th – decided to change the date to March 21st due to bingo, pending ice conditions.

I) Rock the Rings U/12/15 NWT Championships Feb 14-16, 2020. Kate has submitted funding to MACA and Ladies Auxiliary (possible $1000 from MACA and Kate will attend ladies aux meeting Tuesday Jan 28th) Mark and Kate left the meeting at 8:42 as they were in conflict as stated above. Statistics of junior curling teams 2 teams in Hay River, 5 teams in Yellowknife and 6 teams in Inuvik for a total of 13 teams. 22 kids are able to go from our club which will cost approximately $32K. There is $20K in the junior curling bank account which is income from the ATM as well as some past lottery money. After discussion amongst remaining board members a Motion #4 01/23 to send all 22 kids was made by Grant and seconded by Alison.
J) Curling Club name, change the name to Inuvik Curling Centre. It was decided we want a new Logo for the club.
