We will need to look at buying a new cooler, the current one doesn’t work properly and takes hours to cool anything you put in.
· ICC is holding 3 curling championships this year: CWG mixed doubles in December, Ladies and U21 Juniors in January 2023.
· There are 7 junior curlers that are going to run the junior curling program. Younger junior curlers will run the half ice and are paid $100. Funding is provided through NWTCA.
· As always, we need to increase membership. Currently the club remains operational through bingos and bar sales. Not a sustainable way to keep a club open, it should be through membership fees.
· The lease for the CC was renewed with the town and is now $25K/year, a 5-year lease. They will be installing new carpet this year.
